You’ll be able to test your cricket skills in the Family Fun Zone with the Glamorgan Community
Team. There will be live music with the Acoustic Duo, look out for our stilt walkers and grab a
photo in the giant deckchair.

Location: Pentwyn, just off the A48(M) at CF23 8HH

Drop Off Location: Outside Pontcanna Inn, just a

two-minute walk to the stadium.

Timings: First bus to leave Pentwyn at approx. 13.00.

Last bus to leave from outside Pontcanna Inn at

approx. 23.00.

Cost: £15

Cash and card payments accepted.

No pre-booking – pay on the day.

PLEASE NOTE: There will be a full road closure in
place at the entrance to Sophia Close from 16:30 at
the discretion of the Cardiff Council. 

If deemed necessary, Cardiff Council have the right
to close the road earlier than this. If you have booked
accessible parking, please ensure that you arrive with
plenty of time.

Cardiff Central railway station is approximately 1 mile from Sophia Gardens (walking time
approximately 20 mins). There are regular trains that run between Cardiff and all major
towns and cities including London, Bristol, Birmingham, Manchester and Swansea. For the
latest train information, please visit www.nationalrail.co.uk .

Supporters can travel via bicycle. If you decide to travel to the Stadium by bike, there is  
bike parking available at Gate 2 and Gate 5.

The most popular and picturesque means of reaching the Stadium from the city centre is
on foot. The final part of the leisurely stroll takes you along the banks of the famous River
Taff and the grounds of Cardiff Castle.

PLEASE NOTE: If you are heading towards the city centre or train station at the end of the match, please be aware that the gates to
Bute Park will close at 20:30. While you will still be able to cross the bridge into the park, you will not be able to exit. Please utilise
the Taff Trail footpath running alongside the river which will bring you out at Cowbridge Road East/Castle Street.
